It is the philosophy of Uwharrie Capital Corp to promote a strong, local shareholder base; therefore,
the Company's common stock is neither listed nor traded on a broker-dealer market. Management makes
every reasonable effort to match willing buyers with willing sellers as they become known for the purpose of
private negotiations for the purchase and sale of the Company's common stock.

The Board of Directors has adopted a dividend policy on an annual basis. For 2006, Uwharrie Capital
Corp declared a 3% stock dividend. The Board of Directors will determine on an annual basis, consistent
with the capital needs of the Company, an appropriate dividend.

In addition, Uwharrie Capital Corp has adopted a program of on-going open market purchases of
shares of the Company's stock. The combination of private trades as well as the holding company purchases
provides good liquidity for the investors of Uwharrie Capital Corp stock without the cost of brokerage fees.
